The global persecution of God’s people in the last days is a
prophesy being fulfilled before the eyes of the church.

TAKING IT HOME

Pay attention to what you hear and see, judge everything
by His Word.

Grow your faith by staying in God’s word.

Pray for the gift of discernment of spirits and obey the
Holy Spirit.

Guard your heart against any kind of compromise of the
Word.

Stay in fellowship with the church, get involved in
ministry, and serve God. Be active in sharing the gospel.

Don’t hide your head in the sand. Join and support the
Christian legal organizations that are protecting your
freedom to walk with Jesus. Organizations such as
American Center for Law and Justice, etc.

BE FORGIVING ALWAYS! AVOID STRIFE!
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Finally, be strong in the Lord, and the strength of His might.
Put on the full armor of God, so that you will be able to stand
firm against the schemes of the devil. For our struggle is not
against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the
powers, against the world forces of this darkness, against the
spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly places.
Ephesians 6:10-12

But the Spirit explicitly says that in later times some will fall
away from the faith, paying attention to deceitful spirits and the
doctrines of demons, by means of the hypocrisy of liars seared in
their own conscience as with a branding iron, men who forbid
marriage and advocate abstaining from foods which God has
created to be greatly shared in by those who believe and know
the truth.

Defection, departure, revolt, rebellion, a willful falling
away from one’s faith accompanied by a
the truths of God’s word.
