However at that time when you did not know God, you were
slaves to those which by nature are no gods. But now that
you have come to know God, or rather to be known by God,
how is it that you turn back again to the weak and worthless
elemental things to which you desire to be enslaved all over
again? Galatians 4:8-9

increased, most peoples love will grow cold .But the one who
endures to the end, he will be saved.

The end of what? The time period represented by these
14 verses: don’t hate, don’t be misled, don’t let your
love grow cold, don’t act on the demonic lies
characterized in this scripture.

Israel’s future. The answer to his prayer is delayed and
He is visited by Gabriel, a strong messenger angel of
the Lord. The angel tells Daniel that the answer to his
prayer was delayed because of spiritual warfare with
demon spirits called

The angels were engaged in spiritual warfare with two
principality spirits that sat over two major empires
and

Daniel 10 reveals to us that Satan has placed a major
demon spirit over the
of world history.
